Wheeler Clinic’s Pre-trial Alcohol Education Program serves 
individuals, ages 18+, arrested for the first time for driving or 
boating while intoxicated. The program includes assessment and 
assignment to either a 10- or 15-week psycho-educational group 
experience.

boat under the influence of alcohol

• Prevent further alcohol abuse, educate participants about the 
risk of re-offending 

• Identify people who need more intensive treatment
